Participation in American Politics: A View of a Second Generation

The emerging generation of Korean-Americans
need to become more politically active. The rapid U.S.
population growth of Korean-Americans requires
increased political representation in government and
elective politics. The majority of Korean-Americans
currently holding elective office reside in the states of
California, Hawaii and Washington, which have large
concentrations of Korean-Americans. However,
Korean-Americans throughout the continental U.S.
lack proportional political representation in local, state
and national legislatures. This is particularly true in
large cities such as Chicago, New York, Detroit,
Boston and Philadelphia.

Korean-American hesitance towards seeking
public office rests largely on 1) unwillingness to
pursue risky public service career, 2) the difficulties of
overcoming ethnic stereotypes, and 3) the obstacles of
developing core constituencies. Since financial
security is often a high priority for any new immigrant
group, recent Korean immigrants typically encourage
family members to pursue professional careers in
medicine, law or business. Koreans view experiencing
frequent political campaigns and daily public scrutiny
as an unstable means of livelihood.

Korean-American candidates must overcome the
subtle attacks of lacking true American identity as a
recent immigrant group. As an ethnic minority, Asians
have off-white skin color and different facial features,
and may lack English proficiency. In addition, Asians
have the stereotypes of being timid, reclusive, and
unpersonable; traits traditionally viewed as a
hindrance in holding elective office. To help overcome
these stereotypes, current and future generations of
Korean-Americans must demonstrate their
commitment to starting a permanent life in this
country and sincere interest in becoming actively
involved with all aspects of American Society.

Another obstacle to Korean-Americans holding
elective office is the lack of core constituency.
Although regions of high Asian populations in the
west coast may facilitate districts with sizable Asian-
American constituencies, majority of the U.S. consists
of districts with lower percentages of Asian-
Americans. The difficulty of appealing to a broad
constituency without having the luxury of automatic
ethnic support (which many hispanic and black
candidates have) is very large. The Korean-American
candidates will have to rely on personal outreach, a
solid record and credible issues platform. In addition,
Korean-American candidates need to relieve tensions
and forge better relationships with other ethnic groups
such as African-Americans.

Korean-American political participation,
however, does not simply hinge on holding public
office. The mere fact of Korean-American in elective
offices does not guarantee Korean-American
representation on policy issues, particularly since most
Korean-American politicians have small Korean-
American constituencies. In addition, to preserve their
incumbencies Korean-American politicians can not
afford to reflect only Asian-American perspective and
interests.

Effective political involvement requires
participation with all channels influencing public
policy and political agenda. This includes activism
with Republican and Democratic political parties,
special interest groups (such as National Education
Association, National Rifle Association, United
Nations Associations), policy think tanks and media
outlets. Therefore, Korean-American political
participation can be substantially increased through
means other than elective politics. By attaining
influential posts in organizations which contribute
heavily in policymaking, Korean-Americans can
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provide their valuable perspectives on proposals and
initiatives mounted by all different actors in American
politics.

Therefore, the involvement of young Korean-
Americans in government and elective politics is an
important first step in increasing the political
representation of Korean-American communities in

the United States. It is critical that Korean-American
organizations in the United States foster increased
accountability between multi-generational Korean-
Americans and their Korean communities and
encourage their youth to pursue careers in public
service. I praise the New England Korean-American
Citizens League's attempt to involve young people and
promote Korean-American political involvement.

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The New Citizens Project English and Citizenship

Examination for United States Naturalization

These examinations for persons with lawful permanent residence seeking to become
United States citizens have been officially approved by the Immigration and Natural-
ization Service (INS). A passing score obtained no more than one year before
your application for citizenship will satisfy all requirements of the INS for
knowledge of English (reading and writing proficiency), history and govern-
ment for naturalization. If you pass this cxamination, you will not be asked ques-
tions about history, government or your reading and writing abilities in English at
your INS interview. However, at the interview you must be able to understand
and respond in English to questions about the contents of your application. If
you cannot speak English at the interview your citizenship application will be
delayed by the INS. If you decide instead to be examined by INS during your
interview and fail that examination, you can take this examination instcad of a
reexamination at the INS.

These examinations include:

Q Twenty (20) questions in English on United States history and government based
on the Federal Textbooks on Citizenship. You must mark the right answer from
four possible answers given. The examiner will read aloud the questions (but not
the possible answers) as you read them from your test booklet.

Q One (1) short sentence read to you in English which you must write or print in
English.

Registration Form Required

To take the examination, you must obtain a registration form (1-800-358-6230).

This registration form will list the locations of cach test center in your region. You

must complete this form to sign up for the examination.

There are two ways to take the test —

v The best way is to sign up in advance by mail. Usc the list of test centers
printed on the back side of the registration form. Complete a registration form
(full address, etc.) and mail it to the address on the form. Enclose a money order
for $26.00 (twenty-six dollars) made out to New Citizens Project/ETS. Do not
send cash. ETS must receive your registration form and money order 30 days
before the test date.

If your registration form is received in our office less than 30 days before the
test date you selected, you will be registered for the next available test date.

You will reccive an admission ticket for the test session in the mail approxi-
mately onc week before the test, If you do not reccive your ticket by then, please
call (510) 596-5560.

Be sure to take your ticket, a photo ID and an INS card, or other docu-
ment that shows your “A” number, with you to the test center. You may have
a card issued by INS that can serve as the photo ID.

/ A second way to take the examination is to come to the test center on the day of
the test. Call abead to the center on the Thursday or Friday before the test to make
sure the test session will be conducted as scheduled, that there is space to accom-
modate you, and to obrtain directions to the test center. Test center managers may
decide not to offer the test if no test-takers signed up ahead of time. The fee for
taking the test as a walk-in is $30.00.

PLEASE NOTE: If you submit a registration form and $26.00 fee to ETS/
New Citizens Project and then decide to take the test as a walk-in and pay
the $30.00 walk-in fee, you will not be eligible for any refund.

Other Information About These Examinations:

Q When you sign up for an examination date you will take two equivalent examina-
tions (Part A and Part B — cach with different questions). This gives you two
chances to pass. You need to pass only onc of the two examinations.

Q While you need not take both examinations, one fee covers both examinations.
Completing the full session can only help you to pass the examination. It is
recommended that you take both examinations.

0 Each examination takes only % hour (30 minutes); a complete examination
session takes just over 1 hour.

0 The examination fee is $26 if you register by mail 30 days before the test dare.

A Guide To the New Citizens Project: English and Citizenship Examination

Naturalization Assistance Board

Q The examination fee is $30 if you take the test as a walk-in.

Q These examinations are offered in all centers four times a year in March, June,
September and December, and in many test centers the examinations are offered
on a monthly basis. Check current registration forms for exact dates and locations.

To pass any test, you need to answer 12 out of 20 questions correctly on any one test
date. You also need to pass one of the writing excrcises on the same test date, even if
you are exempt from the language requirement duc to age or length of residence.

If you pass: You will reccive an official notice from ETS that you passed. Pleasc give
the official notice to the INS examiner at the beginning of your interview. You will
not be tested again on U.S. history and government and English proficiency in
reading and writing by the INS.

If you do not pass: You will reccive an official notice from ETS thar you did not pass.
NO information about your score is given to INS.

Please allow six (G) weeks from the test date for receipt of your test results.
You can rake the test again by registering and paying the fee.

(To Be Approved At the 1994 Annual General Meeting)

Article I
General
Section 1: Name
The organization shall be known as the Korean-American Citizens League of New England (referred to as the
League hereafter).

Section 2: Location
The League shall perform its activities in the New England area and shall have its main headquarters in the greater
Boston area.

Section 3: Objectives

The objectives of the League shall be:

(1) to encourage Korean-American citizens to actively participate in American politics;

(2) to enhance the legal status and benefits of Korean-Americans and to firmly establish Korean-Americans as
being among the owners of the United States of America by educating them about their rights and duties as
American citizens;

(3) to strengthen relations among Korean-Americans; to improve their political, economic, and social statuses; and
to actively work to rectify social injustices;

(4) to help future generations keep their Korean pride and to contribute a uniquely Korean element to American
society by preserving Korean traditions and transferring them to future generations;

(5) to enhance relations between Korea and the United States of America.

Section 4: Activities

The activities of the League shall be:

(1) to encourage Korean-Americans to vote and to run for elected positions;

(2) to support politicians who stand for Korean-Americans and Korea;

(3) to lobby for and against passage of laws affecting rights of Korean-Americans;

(4) to submit petitions and letters to individuals and organizations to protect and promote the rights of Korean-
Americans

(5) to engage in legal activities to protect and to promote the rights of Korean-Americans;

(6) to undertake projects to protect Korean-American homes, guide Korean-American adolescents, and promote
benefits for elderly Korean-Americans.

Section 5: Relationship with the Korean-American Society of New England
The League shall maintain a close relationship with the Korean-American Society of New England to promote

collaboration.
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Article II
Membership
Section 6: Membership Classes
The League shall be composed of Regular, Associate, and Special members.

Section 7: Membership Eligibility
Any Korean-American U. S. citizen residing in the New England area who supports the objectives of the League and
who has applied for membership may become a Regular member. Any Korean-American permanent resident in the
New England area who supports the objectives of the League and who has applied for membership may become an
Associate member. Any person supporting the activities of the League who has been recommended by the Executive
Body or the Board of Directors and approved at the General Meeting may become a Special member.

Section 8: Obligations and Rights of Members
Members shall observe the Constitution and Bylaws of the League and pay membership dues. All members may
vote, but only Regular members may run for elected positions.

Section 9: Suspension and Expulsion
The Board of Directors may suspend or expel from the League any members who have:
(1) violated the Constitution or Bylaws of the League;
(2) damaged the reputation of the League;
(3) have not fulfilled their obligations as members of the League.

Article ITI
Organization
Section 10: Meetings

The League shall hold the following meetings:

(1) The annual General Meeting shall be called by the President in the October of each year. The General meeting
shall require the attendance of one-third of all members or at least one hundred members, whichever is fewer.

(2) A Special Meeting shall be called by the President within four weeks of when the Board of Directors has
deemed it necessary. It shall require the attendance of one-third of all members or at least one hundred members,
whichever is fewer. However, if it is not possible to hold such a meeting, a mail-in ballot may be substituted.

(3) The Board of Directors Meeting shall be called by the Chairperson of the Board when the Chairperson,
President, or more than one-third of the Directors deem it necessary. It shall be held at least twice a year, and
shall require the attendance of more than one-half of the Board. The Chairperson shall send out a notice of the
meeting and its agenda at least two weeks before the meeting date. If it not possible to hold the meeting, a mail-
in ballot may be substituted.

(4) The Standing Committee meeting shall be called by the Chairperson when the Chairperson or one-third of the
Committee chairs and local representatives request it. It shall be held at least twice a year,

(5) The Executive Committee meeting shall be called by the President at least twice a year.
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Section 11: Meeting Functions

The agenda of the General Meeting shall consist of the following:

report of the statement of the previous year's accounts and activities,
b. report of the following year's budget and plans;
c. election of the President, Vice Presidents, and Directors, if necessary;
d. any proposed amendments to the Constitution;
e. any other items approved by the Board of Directors.
The Board of Directors shall study and plan all projects necessary for achieving the objectives of the League and
make recommendations for the General meeting. The Board shall support the President in executing the
decisions made at the General meeting. In addition, the Board shall take charge of the following:
. recommendation of candidates for the offices of the President, Vice Presidents, and Directors;
. organization of committees;
. approval of Bylaws for committees;
. recommendations for amendments to the Constitution;

. admission of new members, including Special members, and suspension and expulsion of members;
determination of membership dues;
. approval of drafts for the budget and account statements;

j. introduction of any other items to the General meeting that the Board deems necessary.

The Standing Committee shall consist of Committee chairs, local representatives, and members of the Executive
Body. It shall prepare for the Board Meeting and make plans for urgent projects, which shall subsequently be
ratified by the Board.

The Executive Committee shall consist of the Executive Body, Committee chairs, and local representatives. It
shall study effective methods of executing the items decided upon at the Board meetings, and then it shall be in
charge of their execution. It shall also discuss the projects, budget, and account statements to be reported to the
General, Board, or Standing Committee meetings, and oversee the execution of other necessary items.

In an emergency or necessaties, the President, after consulting with the Chairperson, may call a joint meeting of
the Standing Committee and the Executive Committee.

Section 12: Composition of the Executive Body

The Executive body shall consist of one President, two Vice Presidents, one Secretary, one Treasurer, one

Spokesperson, and a few Public Relations Officers.

Section 13: Selection of the Executive Body
The President and Vice Presidents shall be elected from among the following candidates:

a. Persons recommended by the Board,
b. Persons who have submitted to the Chairperson a petition signed by more than fifty members at least thirty
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days before the annual General meeting.
The Secretary, Treasurer, Spokesperson, and Public Relations Officers shall be nominated from the Regular members
by the President and confirmed by the Board.

Section 14: Terms for the Executive Body
The Executive Body shall serve for three years. If one of the members resigns before the term expires, a replacement
shall be nominated by the President and confirmed by the Board. The term for such members shall be the remainder
of the predecessor's.

Section 15: Duties of the Executive Body

(1) The President shall represent the League, execute the decisions of the Board, and be in charge of the operation
of the League.

(2) The President shall be the Chairperson of the General meeting and preside over the Executive Meeting.

(3) The Vice Presidents shall assist the President. In case the President resigns before his or her term expires, the
more senior aged Vice President shall become President. His or her term shall be the remainder of the former
President's.

(4) The Secretary shall keep all records of meetings and operations, assist the President and the Vice Presidents in
carrying out the activities of the League, and report those activities at the General meeting.

(5) The Treasurer shall collect membership dues, be in charge of the League's finances, and report the financial
statement of the previous year and the budget for the following year at the General meeting.

(6) The Public Relations Officers shall perform public relations activities as delegated by the President and the
Board.

(7) The Spokesperson shall represent and announce the opinions of the League as delegated by the President and the
Board.

(8) Executive Body members shall automatically become members of the Board.

(9) The Executive Body shall recommend Special Members.

Section 16: Composition of the Board
The Board shall consist of fewer than fifty members. There shall be one Chairperson, one Vice Chairperson, two
Auditors, chairpersons for the committees, and local representatives.

Section 17: Selection of the Board Members and Their Terms

(1) The number of board members to be elected shall be decided at a Board meeting before the annual General
meeting. The elected Board members shall serve four year terms and be elected by a majority vote from the
following pool of candidates:
a. Persons recommended by the Board;
b. Persons who have submitted to the Chairperson petitions signed by more than thirty members at least thirty

days before the General meeting.
(2) The Chairperson and the Vice Chairperson shall be elected from among the Board members by majority vote of
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the Board meeting. Their terms shall be four years, regardless of their remaining terms as Board members.
(3) Auditors, committee chairpersons, and local representatives shall be elected among elected Board members by
majority vote at the Board meeting. Their terms shall be four years, regardless of their remaining terms as a

Board members.

Section 18: Duties of the Board Members

(1) The Chairperson shall call and preside over the Board meetings and the Standing Committee meetings.

(2) The Vice Chairperson shall assist the Chairperson. If the Chairperson resigns before his or her term expires, the
Vice Chairperson shall become the Chairperson.

(3) Board members shall attend the Board meetings, make decisions on the items listed in Article I, Section 11
(2), and perform activities for the pertaining committee.

(4) Board committee chairpersons and local representatives shall study the activities related to the ones listed in
Article I, Section 4 and submit plans to the Board or the Standing Comnittee.

(5) The Secretary shall record and keep the minutes of the meetings.

(6) The Auditors shall audit the accounts of the League and report the results to the General Meeting.

Article IV
Finance
Section 19: Income
Income for the League shall come from membership dues, directors’ dues, and other income derived from activities
of the League.

Section 20: Expenditures
All expenditures of the League shall require the approval of the President and require receipts.

Article V
Amendments to the Constitution
Section 21
At the written proposal of the Board or one-fifth of all members, the Constitution may be amended at the annual
General meeting and with the vote of two-thirds of the members present at the meeting.

Appendix
